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Several years ago, Ruth Arvanette initiated the donation of baskets by the GMOs at the annual convention. The
primary purpose of the baskets was a “cultural exchange” that would allow the GMOs to express their creativity

and regionality. To continue this tradition, the baskets donated by the GMOs are awarded through a drawing to
attendees of the Board of Governors (BOG) meeting at the convention.

Below, you will find a GMO Basket Letter of Intent. If your GMO plans to donate a basket to be given away at the
Adequan/USDF Annual Convention, please complete the letter of intent and return to the USDF office.

Although there are no set rules on content of the GMO baskets, here are some guidelines that we ask that you
abide by:

1. ALL baskets must be clearly marked with the name of the donating GMO.
Although there are no size specifications for the baskets, please make sure that your basket can be easily
shipped or carried aboard a flight.

3. Please refrain from including perishable food items, as the baskets will be on display until the Board of
Governors meeting at the end of convention week.

4. The purpose of the baskets is to promote regionality, therefore, we ask that you include in your basket
items that are region-specific to your GMO and represent your organization.

5. Have fun with the baskets! This is a great opportunity to expose others to things that may be taken for
granted by people in your region but may be completely unique to the winner and their GMO/region.
