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RIDER SELECTION GUIDELINES

 
Application: 

• An online rider application will be available at www.usdf.org.

• Applicants will be required to provide a URL link to a YouTube video of them riding their horse/pony.

• Videos do not have to be from a horse show or recorded in a regulation size arena.

• Videos should be recorded from the end of the arena at A or C.

• Show attire, braiding, etc. are not req

• Videos should be no longer than six (6) minutes in length.

• Applicant’s video should show a dressage
riders should ride the appropriate Team Test (FEI Pony Team Test, FEI Junior Team Test, or FEI Young 
Rider Team Test).  

 

Selection: 

• Rider’s ability will take precedence over the horse/pony’s ability.

• Riders will be selected based upon their riding competency shown in their video as well as their desire to 
further develop their riding through the youth pipeline. 

• Rider must demonstrate the ability to ride competently at the level in which they are ridin

• Rider’s video will take precedence over competition record.

• Riders must fulfill the criteria and submit a completed application on or before the published deadline.
 

Criteria:  

• Riders must be between the ages of 14 & 21

• Riders must have a USDF Participa

• Riders must have a USEF Active Competing, Junior or Life Member

• Rider’s application must be received in 
considered.

• A non-refundable application fee of $25.00 is due wi

• If applicant is selected to ride, the $25.00 will be applied toward their clinic fee. A balance of $275 is 
required within 48 hours of selection to confirm their spot in the clinic.
