— If a Regional Team has the scores from three
athlete/horse combinations but does not have
a fourth score due to the fourth athlete/horse
combination not being able to compete, then the
average of the three scores earned will be used as
the fourth score in calculating the final team
score. Athlete/horse combinations who compete
but are eliminated will receive a 0 (zero) as a score
for the class from which they were eliminated..
